Die Satellitenappellationen rund um das zentrale Chianti Classico sind alles andere als einheitlich; dennoch ist
es schwierig, sie einzeln zu charakterisieren, da es deutlich mehr auf den Stil des Hauses ankommt als auf seine
genaue Herkunft, wenn es um die Personlichkeit eines dieser Weine geht. Die Bandbreite an Stilrichtungen und
Qualitaten ist entsprechend hoch.

Fest steht: wer den Chianti sucht, fir den die Toskana einst stand, den unpratentiosen, herb-saftigen, animierenden,
nicht zu schweren Essensbegleiter mit anregendem Saurebiss und genau der richtigen Dosis ruraler Erdigkeit, der
Marcus Hofschuster muss hier suchen. Den Wettbewerb um die groten Weine der Welt werden diese Chianti nie gewinnen, das Rennen
um den vordersten Platz am Esstisch aber jedesmal.

Viele Namen von Produzenten sehr erfreulicher Chianti sind selbst in Italien den meisten Weinfreunden nicht gelaufig. Wer sich nur an die beriihmteren
Weingtiter halt, verpasst hingegen manchmal das Beste, weil der Ehrgeiz mancher dieser Betriebe auch zu recht pratentiosen Ergebnissen fihren
kann, denen jeglicher Chianti-Charme abgeht.

Es hilft also nichts: man muss sich durchprobieren. Wir haben das getan und in den letzten Wochen rund 150 Proben aus allen Chianti-Regionen aulier des

The satellite appellations circling around the central Chianti Classico region are anything but homogenous;
nevertheless, it is difficult to characterize them individually, since, when talking about the personality of these wines,
the house style tends to be much more important than their exact origin. The bandwidth of different styles and quality
levels is correspondingly large.

This much is certain: if you are looking for the type of Chianti that once stood as being representative of Tuscany, the
unpretentious, tart, juicy, not too heavy companion with food, refreshing with a bracing acid bite, and precisely the right

Marcus Hofschuster amount of rustic earthiness, then this is where you must search. These Chiantis will never win the competition for the
greatest wine in the world, however, they will at any time easily win the competition for first place at the dinner table.

Many of the names of producers of highly enjoyable Chiantis are not particularly well known among wine lovers, even in Italy itself. However, if you stick
exclusively to the more famous wine estates, you will sometimes be missing out on the best, as the ambitions of some of these producers can also lead
to the production of rather pretentious wines totally lacking in the true charms of Chianti.

Like it or not, the only solution is to taste through the range of available wines. This is what we have done, and in recent weeks we have tasted around 150
samples from all the Chianti regions with the exception of Chianti Classico. Here, we present the best wines — as always, also in the form of a PDF file.

Wein-Plus is the leading independent Internet platform on the topic of wine in Europe. Each day, more than
6,000 people use the network for information and communication, which has around 187,000 registered
private and professional wine enthusiasts. The Wein-Plus wine guide, which lists tasting notes and scores for
more than 120,000 wines, is the most comprehensive guide of its kind. It is brought up to date virtually on a
daily basis, and is founded on strict tasting guidelines.

Head taster Marcus Hofschuster and his team work full-time for the wine guide, and ensure they take
sufficient time for each and every wine rating and description. All the wines are tasted without exception
in the neutral surroundings of the tasting room at the Wein-Plus head office in Erlangen, Germany. Tasting
is always done blind, so that the tasters do not know during the tasting which wine or which producer they
are rating. Wines are always tasted in logical series together with other similar wines, in order to ensure a
meaningful sensory framework for the descriptions and ratings.

Marcus Hofschuster enjoys an outstanding reputation as a conscientious and incorruptible expert. His team
consists of tasters who are likewise experienced, and have professional training in wine. The tasting system
is fully supported by a computer system, with protection built in against errors of entry and mix-ups. Ratings
are constantly monitored by inserting counter-bottles, which are also tasted blind.

Wines are scored in accordance with the international 100 point system. Only wines that score a minimum
of 80 points are included in the wine guide. At Wein-Plus, the scoring system is applied more strictly than is
usual in the case of other wine guides.

Specifically, the points scores correspond with the following categories:
80 to 84 Points: good

85 to 89 Points: very good

90 to 94 Points: outstanding

95 to 99 Points: great

100 Points: unique
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
